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Spring in Greenwich, PEI National Park 

Parks Canada   

Spring has arrived in Prince Edward Island National Park, and Parks Canada looks forward to welcoming visitors to the 

Greenwich section of the park once again!   

With warmer weather on its way, facilities will soon be opening on site so visitors can enjoy the trails, shorelines and picnic 

spots that make Greenwich such a memorable place.  

Please note the following 2026 opening dates: 

¶ Greenwich Trails day use area (including pit washrooms) on May 15th,  

¶ Greenwich Visitor Information Centre and entry gate on June 8th, and  

¶ Surfguard supervision at Greenwich Beach (11 am to 6 pm daily) on June 27
th
.  

The Canada Strong Pass is in effect for the second summer in a row, which will once again offer free admission for all to 

Parks Canada-administered sites from June 19th to September 7th, 2026. Please note that visitors will be charged regular           

admission fees at the Visitor Information Centre in Greenwich from June 8th to June 18th before the pass program begins.  

Visitors are reminded that there are many closures and restricted areas in place to support ecosystem conservation.  All sand 

dunes in PEI National Park are closed to public use and travel, whether signed or not, to protect these fragile ecosystems, as 

even limited foot traffic can damage marram grass and increase erosion. 

The domestic animal ban is now in place from April 1 to October 15 on all beaches in PEI National Park including Greenwich 
Beach. This ban is in place to provide a safe environment for visitors and to protect wildlife and their habitats, including the 
endangered Piping Plover. To help give these birds the best chance at a successful nesting and brood-rearing season, visitors 
can expect to see marked areas on beaches with nesting Piping Plover closed by order of the Park Superintendent this season 
as well. More information will be shared in the coming weeks on the PEI National Park website and  Facebook page about 
these closure areas.  
There will also be a pool floatie ban in effect at all beaches in PEI National Park again this summer. Prior to the                  

implementation of this ban in 2025, 50% of surfguard rescues were attributed to incidents involving pool floaties.  Since the 

introduction of this ban, there have been no incidents involving pool floaties.   

Parks Canada is committed to providing visitors with safe, meaningful and enjoyable experiences, and wishes you all an     

excellent 2026 season in  Greenwich.
